e Servant Leadership in Coaching

e Six more letters of confirmation for completion of Servant leadership in coaching were sent out this week to participants,
participant’s administrators, and participant’s local newspapers. An online review tells us that these letters are
appearing in these newspapers across the country when coaches finish their servant leadership program. The study, part
of a doctorate dissertation by Peter VanMullem, is questioning whether online character education can positively affect
moral reasoning. Two groups of collegiate coaches are a part of the study, a control which is having no intervention, and
an intervention group which is involved in a 30 hour online education program in servant leadership in coaching.
Individuals enrolled are across the spectrum of coaching at the collegiate level; male female sport coaches; team and
individual coaches; revenue and non revenue generating sports.
