Cooperative Learning 5th Grade Ponderosas

Pre-Teaching
Instructional objectives for the academic goals from Evaluative Comprehension:
1. Infer/evaluate content of the poem for what is important to the character and his feelings,

2. Determine facts/words that support your conclusion

3. Identify clue words and why they are key

4. Listening to and considering other interpretations and points of view

Materials: Poem (modified) I, Too by Langston Hughes and processing sheet
Time required:      30 minutes                      Group size: 3
Assignment of groups: (who /and/or how are groups assigned) Students are at tables of six.  I will separate into two groups per table by walking around and stating which students will be in which group at each table.
Roles and who assigns the roles: members choose who is X,Y and Z
1. Reader                2. Recorder/presenter
3. Processor (for pairs combine 1&2)
 Task steps and procedures (cooperative model used):

1. State academic objective: read poem in groups and answer the questions – be prepared to defend answers
2. State social objectives (expected behaviors): I want each member to contribute and help the group, listen to your group members with care, and push the group to look for all the possibilities before deciding on an answer.

3.  Divide into groups, have student choose who is x, y, or z.  X is reader, Y is recorder/presenter and Z is processor.  Explain roles
4.  Pass out Poem and Questions, explore answers in groups, and sign that you all agree
5. Groups share answers (if time modify answers after hearing others)

6. Process in small groups and share with class

Positive Interdependence (roles and/or materials): Students will stay in roles and there is one set of materials for the group.  One set of answers from the group that all agree upon.
Individual Accountability: When you are finished sign the paper
Criteria for Success (assessment): Answer all questions with reason and thought
Expected Behaviors (social objective): Contribute and help your group, listen and encourage others, praise good ideas, and push deeper by listing everyone’s ideas before choosing one that you all agree on. Use processing sheet. 

Monitoring and Processing:
Monitor for: Circulate among and listen to the groups for roles and on task behavior (coming up with two or three possible answers, then agreeing on their favorite).

Intervene if: To help groups push and explore answers, if problems encourage groups to stop and solve before going on.
Process by: Processor recodes the remarks of the group on the processing sheet.

End by: Gather class all together and have processors share what went well and what needs improvement.
