Before the lesson

Lesson Plan (Madeline Hunter 7 step)
Topic: Propaganda in Advertising

5th Grade, Ponderosa School, time 30 minutes

Materials: Variety of Ads from Magazines, catalogs, products and newspapers 

Graphic organizer worksheet for notes and samples
Flip chart or board and markers

Glue, scissors, and paper

Anticipatory Set:

We have seen thousands of ads in newspapers, magazines, TV and billboards.

Ask students what is good and bad about ads?  Go around the room round robin and ask each child to give a good and bad thing about ads.  Have someone record answers on flip chart or white board.

Purpose/objective stated to the students:

1. TLW write the definition of propaganda 

2. TLW record eight types of propaganda

3. TLW identify and describe at least three types of propaganda in ads

Information and modeling after each sample

1. Pass out graphic organizer worksheet

2. Name each propaganda type, show a model or example, ask first if the students can find the propaganda in the ad then point it out in the example

3. Point out any references to the chart the students made in the AS that is related to any propaganda techniques
Check for understanding

Pick up a new sample ad or two and ask if they can find the propaganda type used
Guided Practice

Cut out of magazines and glue three ads representing three different propaganda types on a paper and label them with the type of propaganda they represent.  Ask a UI student to help.  Circle around and monitor

Choose the quiet ones to get paper, scissors, glue and magazine 

Put completed samples on the bulletin board where other students can view their samples

Independent Practice

Home work assignment is to watch TV and identify one propaganda type in a TV ad.
Record it on the worksheet and bring it back to school the next day.
